Godinot, focused on the functional and comparative study of new unpublished Adapisoriculidae
mammal material from the Paleocene-Eocene of Africa. The Adapisoriculidae is one of the very
few known families of eutherian and possibly placental (7Archonta) mammals that evolved in
Gondwanan provinces during the key late Cretaceous-early Tertiary interval when modem
mammals originated and radiated.

Prof. GVR Prasad is currently the best specialist for the study of the Adapisoriculidae, especially
as with regard to his discoveries and his expertise on the earliest fossils of the group in India. The
program will extend on the study of new material of frogs that we discovered in the Paleocene of
Morocco in collaboration with J.C. Rage. The MNHN will also provide technical facilities to make
micro-CT scans at our AST-RX platform of the important Jurassic mammal material discovered by
Prof. GVR Prasad in the Kota Formation, Godavari valley (India). Comparison of this material with
the mammal collection of the French Triassic of Saint-Nicolas-de-Port studied in the recent PhD
thesis of our colleague M. Debuysschere also opens important systematic and paleobiogeographical
perspectives.

For this research program, our MNHN team obtained an exceptional appointment for Prof. GVR
Prasad, as an invited scientist (chercheur invité) position for two months during the period from
May to July 2016. Under this position he will get a grant to cover all necessary expenses for his
travel to and stay in Paris (lodging, food, local travel, ete.).

The research work of Prof. GVR Prasad in the Paris museum with the CR2P paleontological
team will reinforce our Indian-French fruitful collaboration and its international visibility in several
resulting joint publications.

Operator space projective and injective norms are the analogues of the Banach space
projective and injective norms, which serve as the greatest and the least operator space tensor
norms, respectively. However, there is an interesting and useful tensor norm, namely, the
Haagerup norm on the tenser product of two operator spaces which has no counterpart in the
Banach space theory. and which has a varlety of applications in the theory of operator spaces
and completely bounded operators

Since its discovery, the operater space theory has played a significant role in the development
of hon-commutative harmonic analysis including Fourier algebras, group C*-algebras and von
Neumann algebras.

The main goal of this visit is to discuss the rich structure possessed by the operater space
projective tensor product, which deserves further attention than what it has received in the past,
Properties like *-regularity, F-property, spectral synthesis, symmetry of this Banach * algebra
were discussed. Joint work on Schur tensor nom will continue Thiz will help students in India
specially in Delhi University working in this area to purse research .
